5 Characters: RUDOLPH, COMET, CUPID, DONNER, BLITZEN 

Running Time: Approx. 2 minutes, 30 seconds 

RUDOLPH: I’m Rudolph the Red-nosed Reindeer.  Remember me?  Of course you do!  I totally saved 

Christmas last year when there was that big blizzard.  The big guy came to me and said “Rudolph, with 

your nose so bright, won’t you guide my sleigh tonight?”  Then I totally zoomed in, and everyone was 

like, “oh yeah, you’re totally awesome!  Yay!”  But it wasn’t always like that… they didn’t even used to 

let me join any reindeer games.  And they would always laugh and call me names.  Well, guess what?  

Now I’m the team leader, so this year I’m going to get them back and get them good! 

(COMET, CUPID, DONNER, and BLITZEN are sitting around a Monopoly board.  Rudolph walks up and 

rudely flips the board over). 

COMET: Hey!  What do you think you’re doing?! 

RUDOLPH: Ha ha!  That’s what you get for not letting me join in any reindeer games.  

BLITZEN:  Gee, Rudolph, we’re awfully sorry about that.
